While the radiator
was out I had it cleaned and flushed. All the
components under the timing cover were replaced
except the cam sprockets which seemed to be 0K. Lots
of new gaskets and seals were put in. Since the vee
was clear new plugs were installed and a compression
test done, the 1injectors were checked and the
distributor cap, rotor and leads were all renewed.

Finally everything was back together and
John's assistant departed for a test drive. He got
about a mile. The engine was running fine and
suddenly Jjust died and refused to restart. The car
was ignominiously towed back to ECJ. No amount of
fiddling seemed to help. The car would start and
die. Finally, the distributor unit was replaced and
that cured the problem. [ breathed a sigh of relief
and got out my credit card. The bill had already
passed a month's income and was headed towards a
second one.

Still I can't complain. I've had that 5 grand
for 4 years and I've still got 2 left.
