For those of you who have been foliowing my expioits to
improve the handiing of my Mark X, | can now announce | have
resolved the problem easily and cheaply. For those of you with large
sedans (of any make) with front anti-sway bars you may want to make
this modification. | experimented with lower profile tires to lower the
center of gravity and provide stiffer sidewalls in order to improve
cornering. Numerous flat tires occurred on my wire wheels as undue
pressure was placed on the innertubes. Using stiffer springs and
shocks were out as they would have made the ride too harsh. |
thought | had tackled a Sisaphean task*, but there was a simple fix for
the problem. | repiaced all the rubber bushings on the anti-sway bar
with polyurethane bushings. The car now corners a thousand times
better and almost seems like a sports car. For those of you with
sedans | highly recommend this modification. There is a diagram of
my Mark X but the set-up is similar for any car with a front anti-sway
bar. First remove the two large brackets and their bushings that
mount the bar to the chassis of the car. These brackets are in the
middie of the bar. Next, remove the end iinks from the ends of the bar
by unscrewing a large nut. | puchased my polyurethane bushings from
J.C. Whitney for less than $20. The end link bushings needed to be
modified slightly by having their center holes reamed a small amount.
When ordering the two iarge center bushings be sure to include the
diameter of your anti-sway bar. Put everything back together and |
guarantee your car will handle much better. Do not mix rubber and
polyurethane bushings on the same vehicle as you will gain no
improvment.
