Tip Top Tech Tip

Does your Series III XJ6 ventilation system produce a
jingling sound? 1 recently had this situation arise while motoring
along with the climate control operating.

The final diagnosis revealed that a leaf had plugged one of
two drain holes for the rear window. This led to the failure of the
adhesive which bonds the window and cushions to the numerous
braces in the system. The pan located under the window in the
boot was lowered and all baffles were cleaned and dried. New
contact adhesive was applied and reassembled. Happily the fix has
endured this summer and I'm glad to get the drain running free
again.
