With wintertime around the corner, it's now
ime to drain the gasoline from your gas tank(s) either for winter
torage or for winter use. This is an easy procedure for most
aguars that have a drain plug on the bottom of the gas tank. On
vy Jaguar, a Mark X, there is a brass drain plug on each gas tank.
For those of you unfamiliar with the Saloons. there is a gas tank in
ach rear wing [tender] ) In my car I actually removed the entire
as tank from the car, which involves a little more work, but
nables you to actually inspect the inside of the gas tank if you so
esire. Be sure to have a large enough container to collect the gas
hat drains out from the tank as the tank is never really empty even
f the gauge says so. There is a special flat rubber washer that
orms a seal between the plug and the bottom of the tank These
ashers have a tendency to disintegrate over time, or, as in my
ase, it was totally absent. Upon assembling the drain plug on my
ar, [ noticed that the car dribbled gasoline. | used tetlon tape to
eal the plug but soon discovered that the tape deteriorates quickly
hen it comes in contact with gasoline. I then applied form-a-

gasket #2, soft, non-hardening to the threads of the plug and the
hreads of the tank. This material is intended to come in contact
with gasoline and the roof is that my gas tank is not leaking
