On the weekend of September 23 a party of us traveled to Indianapolis to see the return
of Formula 1 Racing to the USA after an absence of 10 years.

These
results were much better than their past efforts and 1 see that Jaguar Racing has hired
Bobby Rahal, presently temporary CEO of CART Racing and owner of Rahal Racing as
their CEQ starting December 1. The investment by Jaguar/Ford in F1 is huge and it is
good to see them taking aggressive steps to be competitive.

HIGH SALES PRICES

An interesting question is ** Is all the Jaguar advertising, Racing and other publicity
activities starting a rise in price of Jaguar Classics? “ Only time will tell but if some
recent sales results are an indication then the answers *“yes” 1 mentioned Pebble Beach
in the last issue of Purr and the high prices brought by an Xk120 and an E-Type.

Well I missed the best. A totally standard but in very good condition XK 140 sold for
$143,500 at Christies auction!!! This must be a record for a standard 140. Also a D-
Type , XKD 515, sold at Brooks for $1,102,000. For the last four years a D-Type or an
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XK SS has been sold at Monterey .and each time they have fetched over a million dollars.
Any one got one?7??

Other prices were $81700 for an external bonnet lock E-Type roadster, another XK 140
roadster for $83,600, a XK 120 drophead for $86,900, a V12 E-Type roadster for $61,600
and a 3.8 E-Type roadster for $74,800.

These are all really strong prices reminding me of the giddy mid to late 80°s when prices
went through the roof. Perhaps it’s all the million $ cars on sale at Pebble Beach that

13,931 original miles on the odo. It has taken us across Arizona’s high desert

for four years in our many Copperstate 1000 tours, at upward of 120 mph. It
has done so faultlessly.

Which is by way of saying for all its
age it is in dam good shape. But here
came another event in its life, the con-
cours, that required more than a lick
and a promise to get it presentable.

Understand how we use the Jag. It
arrived last fall from the desert South-
west. While colors changed and the
weather cooperated, we drove it some
but not nearly enough. As winter
descended, it sat in the garage, a heater
rucked near its beautiful bonnet to keep
the chill out. Throughout the whole
Midwestern winter we kept visions of
spring in our heads, particularly when
we fired it up to stir the fluids for its

own benefit and hear its lovely song for ours. (It never missed an urging of the
starter; how many Jags can you say that about?} Spring finally arrived.

Clark Ferguson from RM, the omnipresent auction
and restoration house, set a string of mechanics on it to give it the big buff.
As one judge told me later, we were in a seriously competitive class. Jerry
and Kathy Nell’s C-type was breathtaking. An §5100 was stunning. Gary
Bartlett’s unrestored XKSS with com-
petition history gathered a crowd. -
Our car didn’t win, but as the only
E-type in a year celebrating Jaguar, it
touched the memories of those who
grew up identifying the XKE as the
first and most beautiful Jaguar they
ever knew. They came, they looked
and they told us so. It was lovely.
So now our E is back in the garage.
Until the next sunny day.
